Security for VA Research Laboratory

In an effort to ensure a secure environment in the VA Research Laboratories all Research Staff will follow the following procedures:

1.
Keep all stairwell doors closed.  If you see where someone has propped them open, please take a minute and pull them shut.    

2.
All doors from the hallways into the laboratories should be kept locked when there is no one in the room.  This is not only a security issue but a safety issue as well.

3.
Laboratory access to research laboratories must be controlled and limited to authorized individuals.  No research laboratories will be open to the public.   

4.
All research employees are responsible for knowing who is in their area and whether they are authorized to access lab areas.  Employees noticing persons without a badge should ask for a badge to be displayed or call security.  

5.
All visitors should report to the administrative offices to sign in and out on the log sheet. 

6.
No one under the age of 18 is allowed in the laboratory areas for any reason.
